The two have also opened shows and had the crowd jumping for artists Chingy, Fabulous, Ghostface Killa, Troyboi and Thundamentals.

With an attractive liveliness, Cult Shφtta have built many relationships in the music scene, which has seen them collaborate with the likes of house music producer Spenda C (a collaboration that turned into a national tour) and many gigs alongside DJ Jade Le Flay, most notably Splendour in the Grass 2017.
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
